Answers

1) c: 2 women each week are killed as a result of domestic abuse
2) a: on average a woman will be assaulted 35 times before she calls the police

3) a: domestic abuse occurs in same sex relationships the same incidences as heterosexual women
4) c: domestic abuse happens to women regardless of geography, wealth, race, religion, disability, age or sexuality
5) a: 40% of domestic abuse starts within the first pregnancy. It is also a time when domestic abuse can escalate

6) b & c: a woman is most at risk of life-threatening or fatal violence when they attempt to leave the violence situation or have recently left the violence partner

7) b false: the majority of rapists are known to the victims

8) a: most rapes take place within a building, with a woman’s own home being the most common place of all

9) c: 28% of Welsh students think that a woman is responsible for being raped if she is alone or walking in a dangerous or deserted place
10) b false: legally a person is unable to give consent if they are unconscious or their judgement is impaired by alcohol or drugs
11) g: Rape won’t stop until male behaviour changes. Restricting a female’s freedom will not stop rape
12) d: all of these are examples of common stalking behaviour
13) b false : stalkers rarely just go away, and their stalking behaviour may escalate over time, even if victims ignore them
14) a: someone who has suffered rape will often tell a friend or family member first. C is also common but not usually the first option. B is uncommon and not recommended
15) e: all of these are examples of how to respond if someone tells you that they are a victim of domestic abuse, sexual assault, rape or stalking.
