· For the purposes of carrying out various of the Commission's enforcement functions. 

· For the purposes of civil or criminal proceedings to which the Equality and Human Rights Commission is party.
· Where a court or tribunal orders its disclosure. 

· When the information was acquired over 70 years earlier. 

We will not disclose information received from you or your organisation during the Inquiry except in the limited circumstances set out in section 6 (3). However, we may feel that it would be useful to include it in the report of the Inquiry. If you do not wish us to include information which would identify you or your organisation in the Inquiry report, please contact us to discuss this. We will be sensitive to any concerns you have about disclosure. 

Written report of the Inquiry 
This Inquiry is not into individual organisations. It aims to consider the range of recruitment and employment practices on an industry-wide basis, and to make findings and recommendations applicable across the industry.

Therefore, the written report of the Inquiry will not state or imply that a particular organisation or person has committed an unlawful act, or include any information that could lead to an organisation or person being identified as having done so (section 16 (3) of the Equality Act). 

In the event that the Commission feels it appropriate to record within the report any evidence or findings of an adverse nature about the activities of a specified or identifiable person or organisation, that person or organisation has the right to advance notification and will have the opportunity to make written representations on the draft report prior to publication (section 16 of the Equality Act).
