Description of graph 

The horizontal/bottom axis of the scatter graph is length of service - from zero (new starter) to 40 years.  The vertical axis on the left  shows salary up to £30.000 plus.

Each dot on the scatter graph represents an employee who is performing job XYZ in the organisation.  Those points show the salary and the length of service of each employee. Men (black dots) and women (white circles) can be identified.

Two lines of best fit on the scatter graph show the relationship between salary and length of service for men and for women performing job XYZ.[image: image1.emf]
