Where to focus our efforts??

Some facts:

Wales has a higher proportion of disabled people compared to the rest of the UK 

Freedom from exploitation, violence and abuse
Disabled people are at greater risk of targeted violence and hostility. (EHRC Disability Committee Priorities and Work Programme 2009 – 2010)
Work

Fewer than half of disabled people are in paid employment falling to
only 20% of people with mental health conditions and people with learning disabilities. (EHRC Disability Committee Priorities and Work Programme 2009 – 2010)
52% of disabled people believe that they have been discriminated against in the workplace (Source: Leonard Cheshire Annual Disability Review 2009)

Education 
Disabled children are 13 times more likely to be excluded in school than non disabled children. (Contact a Family 2009)
40% of disabled adults have no formal qualifications. (EHRC Disability Committee Priorities and Work Programme 2009 – 2010)
54% of people disabled before they had completed their formal education believe that they have experienced discrimination. (Leonard Cheshire Annual Disability Review 2009)
Access to Justice  

People with learning difficulties or mental health conditions are more likely to be in prison and have poor access to rehabilitation support. (EHRC Disability Committee Priorities and Work Programme 2009 – 2010)

Adequate standard of living 

More than one third of disabled adults of working age live in poverty.

55% of disabled people have no savings, compared to 12% for the population as a whole. (Leonard Cheshire Annual Disability Review 2009) 

Over 70% of families with disabled children have below average income (‘How do they manage?’ Wooley M  2004)
